Dance starts with all married couples on the dance floor. DJ then asks everyone who has been married less than a day to sit down (obviously the bride & groom). Then  moves on to less than 1 year, 5 years, 10 years etc.. until only one couple remains (the longest married couple).

The bride and groom usually give the couple a special flower bouquet. Sometimes another song is played and the two couples dance together.

Wedding Special Dance Summary 

It's also a great idea to have the wedding songs of the parents of the bride and groom played during the reception. This gives an opportunity to recognize these special people at the wedding.
